MARRIED COUPLES   Once, my wife and I got into a disagreement while visiting someone else’s home. We went 

to the guest room to hash it out privately—but we had no idea how badly we were about to embarrass 

ourselves.  While in the guest room, our tempers flared. Unfortunately, I became particularly disrespectful until 

suddenly my wife’s face dropped and she said, “Oh my gosh — the baby monitor is right next to you.”  The 

speaker was in the living room with our hosts, who heard everything.  How differently we would all speak to our 

spouses if we knew other people were listening and their opinion of us was at risk?  The point is that our spouse 

is listening. And if that doesn’t matter enough to alter our behavior — if he or she doesn’t matter enough — a lot 

of the issues with disrespect and tension are going to persist.  When we speak to our spouses in ways we would 

never address a coworker or a friend, we communicate that we value our spouse less than other people. And 

that undermines trust, because we don’t trust people who don’t value us.  We have to learn to listen to how we 

sound when we speak to our spouses. And we must do it for their sake and for the sake of the God who made 

them in His image. Basically, we must choose to love our spouses as we want to be loved.  God bless our married 

couples in their witness to the world.

Here’s how it 

breaks down: $67,906.00  is cash ($64,916.07 last year); $62,895.00 more never sees a basket because it comes 

from direct/electronic deposit (last year this was $56,630.00 so, big rise!); almost all the rest—$217,999.32— 

was in those little red, white & blue envelopes you get in the mail.  Thank you for using them.  We get money 

from other things, too of course.  Charity and Stewardship Appeal gave us back $13,905.00 last year.  People 

donate money at baptisms and weddings--$2,305 last year.

Compare the slogan of Planned 

Parenthood: “Every child a wanted child,” with God’s viewpoint “Every child a welcome child.”  God 

challenges us to welcome them all.

This past Monday we celebrated the FEAST OF OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE.  As you look at our statue of her, 

you might wonder what it all means.  Here are two examples: THE ANGEL supporting the Lady testifies to her 

royalty. To the Aztec-American Indians only kings, queens and other dignitaries would be carried on the 

shoulders of someone. The angel is transporting the Lady to the people as a sign that a new age has come. 

THE BLACK CRESCENT  The Lady is standing upon the Moon. Revelation 12:1 describes a woman who has the 

"moon under her feet". For the Aztecs, the moon was the god of the night. By standing on the moon, she 

shows that she is more powerful than the god of darkness. HER FACE The eyes of Our Lady of Guadalupe are 

looking down with humility and compassion. This was a sign to the native people that she was not a god since 

in their iconography the gods stare straight ahead with their eyes wide open. We can only imagine how 

tenderly her eyes looked upon Blessed Juan Diego when she said: “Do not be troubled or weighed down with 

grief…Am I not here who am your Mother?" THE STARS on the Lady’s mantle shows that she comes from 

heaven. She comes as the Queen of Heaven but with the eyes of a humble and loving mother. The stars also 

are a sign of the supernatural character of the image. The research of Fr. Mario Rojas Sánchez and Dr. Juan 

Homero Hernández Illescas of Mexico (published in 1983) shows that the stars on the Lady’s mantle in the 

image are exactly as the stars of the winter solstice appeared before dawn on the morning of December 12, 

531.

ASH WEDNESDAY is this Wednesday, February 10th.  Although it is not a holy day of obligation there will be four 
Masses:  6:00am, 8:15am, 12:15pm, and 7:00pm.  

LENTEN REGULATIONS Please read carefully—these are serious obligations:  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday 
are days of fast and abstinence; all Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.  Fasting means eating one full meal 
with two smaller meals, which together do not equal the full meal. No snacks or eating between meals allowed; 
fasting obliges Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59. Abstinence means eating no meat nor soup nor gravy 
made from meat; abstinence obliges all Catholics over the age of 14. Exceptions: sickness, hard manual labor, 
pregnancy, etc., automatically excuse a person from these obligations. In cases of doubt or question, the priest 
who hears a person’s confession should be consulted. 



THE WORD “PENANCE” sounds like it must hurt.  If you do it right, you can actually become quite fond of 
penance and it can even get to be a habit!  During Lent we sacrifice something good for 40 days.  We do it to 
learn how to say “no” to temptation.  Many people also add an extra spiritual practice during Lent.  Here are 
some suggestions for doing both:  THINGS TO GIVE UP FOR LENT:  Having your own way.  Candy.  That game/app 
that keeps you up until all hours.  Facebook.  Texting after __pm.   Netflix.  Needing to be first.   Buying things 
online.  Controlling the conversation.  Staring at (tablet/ phone/ computer) screens instead of speaking to 
people.   Television.   Asking others to do things you could do yourself.  Instagram.  Your favorite website.  Using 
your dishwasher.  Cigarettes/coffee/chocolate (only if you live and work alone).   EXTRA THINGS TO DO FOR 
LENT:  Pray for someone who gets on your nerves.  Read a Gospel story aloud—to yourself or to someone.  
Install the Divine Marcy Chaplet on your smartphone and use it once daily. Think of the good qualities of 
different people in your life and thank God for them once a day.  Stop by a Catholic church and say a prayer for 
someone daily.  Remember the names and faces of people who have done good things for you and pray for 
them once a day.  Leave handwritten notes for people you love.  Sort your own laundry.  Read a book instead of 
surfing the Net.  Ask someone to tell you about themselves, and listen.  Find the Catholic Catechism online and 
learn some new “Catholic prayers” at the end of its last chapter.  Pray the Rosary once a day.  Silence phones 
before supper and put them under a bowl; share aloud what was the best part of your day.

LENT AND LIFE 

"By our gracious gift each year, your faithful await the sacred paschal feasts with the joy of minds made pure" (Preface 

of Lent 1).  The purpose of Lent is succinctly expressed by this preface.  Catechumens prepare for baptism into the 

paschal mystery.  The faithful are reminded of their baptism, and will renew their baptismal vows at the Easter liturgy. 

Baptism initiates us into the eternal life Christ gives us.  The baptized are sons and daughters of God and are members 

of the Church, the People of Life.  The choices of the baptized are therefore to be shaped by a new identity (see Rom 

http://www.formed.org/


6:6; Eph. 4:17-24).  Christ calls the Samaritan woman to repent as she accepts the waters of new life (see John 4:15-

24).  Lenten repentance is necessary so that God's people may more deeply become who they are.  They are called to 

see their sins more clearly.  Hence baptism is also known as "illumination."  Anyone who makes the Lenten journey is 

called to be more alert to the attacks on human life and dignity around them.  The people of life are called to reject sin 

and all the devil's works and empty promises (Renewal of Baptismal Promises, Easter Liturgy).  The "pro-choice" and 

"right to die" mentalities are two of those "empty promises" which are firmly rejected by the baptized.  A firm rejection 

of these positions is integral to repentance.  Lent is the perfect time for us to call our congregations to a clearer 

understanding of why this is true, and to lead them to a deeper affirmation of life, both natural and eternal, in the 

celebration of the Paschal Mystery.

SUPREME COURT SANITY    In 2007, the US Supreme Court upheld the federal ban on “partial-

birth abortion,” a procedure in which a child is deliberately killed in the birth process. In that 

decision, Gonzales vs. Carhart, the majority opinion states, “Respect for human life finds an 

ultimate expression in the bond of love the mother has for her child…It is self-evident that a 

mother who comes to regret her choice to abort must struggle with grief more anguished and 

sorrow more profound when she learns, only after the event, what she once did not know: that 

she allowed a doctor to pierce the skull and vacuum the fast-developing brain of her unborn 

child, a child assuming the human form.”
